Absent Notes — If your child is away for any reason, an absent note must be sent to school on their return. This can
be done either in writing to the teacher, by email to ola@parra.catholic.edu.au or by the skoolbag.app. Itisa
government requirement that the reason must be specific, not just family reasons, or family commitments.

Family Leave — If your child is going to be away for 5 days or more, then you need to complete an Application for
Exemption form which needs to be submitted to the office, with a copy of your travel documents (eg flight details)
and a Certificate of Exemption will be sent home to you.

Early Collection from School — If you need to collect your child early from school, please DO NOT ring the
office and ask us to have them here waiting for you. We will only call for the children once you have arrived.

Winter Uniform — Just for the new families at school, the students will go into their winter uniform in Term 2,
Week 3, Monday 14" May 2018. Winter uniform will be available in the uniform shop towards the end of this
term.

Head Lice — Head lice is a part of school life unfortunately. We have had a few cases of head lice in
the school and so it is a timely reminder to check your child’s hair for any eggs or lice and treat them
accordingly. Please be aware that if we are aware of head lice at school, we will call parents to come
and collect their child and treat their hair. They can return the next day, once they have been treated.

¢ pointing to interesting or new words as you read to your child (without interrupting the flow of
the story);
